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THE HISTORY OF THE SCHOOL

The history of the Oakland City Public School really
begins with the erection of the first part of the building
in 1867 by a local stock company. The chief donors were:
Col. J. W. Cockrum, $1,000; J. W. Hargrove, $1,000; Rev.
Leright Houchins, $1,000; J. W. Cockrum, $1,000; Dr. W. J.
McGowan, $1,000; Col. W. M. Cockrum, $1,000. Many others
ga§e from $25 to $100; the total cost of the building was
$8,000. It was built in the interest of higher education
and was named the "Oakland Normal Institute." This was
a gigantic undertaking for the people at the time, but the
cause was a great and worthy one and the success of the
institution was a fitting tribute to those who gave the
idea birth.

Oakland City at once became a center of educational in-
terest and at one time the school trained teachers for
the greater part of Southern Indiana.

The first year of the school was in 1868 and was taught
by Prof. Lee Tomlin. He was the man for the place andper-
formed an invaluable work. For two or three spring terms
he was assisted by Prof. W. H. Vane, of Ohio, and by J. T
Ervin, of Patoka, Indiana. After this Lee Tomlin and Dr.
G. C. Mason were associated as principals in conducting a
Normal Institute. Students came from all the surrounding
counties and from other states, and the spring term of 1875
had 138 pupils, 90 of whom were teachers.

After G. C. Mason came Prof. Z. T. Emerson, who is to be
remembered for his thorough and efficient teaching.

In 1878 the building was sold to M. V. Lovett, township
trustee, for $4,000 and was used for township and town
schools up to May, 1957.

In 1883 the town was incorporated and the school build-
ing became the property of the town. On account of the
rapid increase in population, two years later it was nec-
essary to build a four-room addition at the cost of $4,000.
Then in 1893 a second addition was erected at a cost of
$8,000. .

The terms of school up to 1893 were never over SiX or
seven months in length, so each spring the High School
classes were continued in a tuition school, and those
desiring to graduate could complete the course by this ar-
rangement. The first class graduated from the high school
in 1887.

In 1893 the term was lengthened to eight months and in
1894 the school was commissioned. At that time only three
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years were required to complete the course, but another
year was added in 1902, and in 1903 the school was com-
missioned under the new law.

During the years 1908 and 1909 several rooms were
remodeled and concrete wall and walk built around the
entire school ground. Latrine toilets were installed in
the basement; the efficiency of the heating plant was
greatly increased by encasing all the pipeswith asbes-
tos, and many old desks in the rooms were replaced with
the latest school furniture.

In 1915 it was found that there was not sufficient
room for the vast number of students, and it was nec-
essary to erect a new building at the cost of $16,000.
It is located just west of the old building and on the
same lot. It was built on the new plan and had all mod-
ern improvements and was connected with the old building
by means of a covered bridge.

In 1916 the six-six plan was adopted and the Senior
High School occupied the new building, while the Junior
High School remained in the old part.

The schools were operated on the six-six plan until
the year 1936. By that time the high school enrollment
had increased to such an extent that additional build-
ing facilities were highly desirable.Therefore following
the trend throughout the country, the schools of the town
of Oakland City and Columbia Township were consolidated
and all rural schools of the township were abandoned.
A PWA grant of $42,900 was obtained from the federal gov-
ernment which, together with approximately $45,000
raised by bonding the consolidated unit, made possible
the construction of a new high school building costing
$98,000.

Due to the construction of the new school building the
upper five grades of the school were housed in the Cron-
bach Building in order that all pupils of the town and
township might be cared for during the first year follows
ing consolidation.

At the beginning of the 1937 and 1938 school year the
high school and eighth grade moved into the new high
school building located on South Franklin Street. The
students were happy in their new building located on an
eight acre tract of land, six acres of which were being
developed into a modern athletic field. An addition to

the plant consisted of a floodlighting system for the ath-
letic field, installed at a cost of approximately $2,500.
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Beginning in 1936-1937 the schools were operated on
a seven-five plan, with the sixth and seventh grades de-
partmentalized and operated much as a junior high school
is conducted.

The year 1936 and 1937 also marked the beginning of bus
transportation for all pupils of the township outside the
corporate limits of Oakland City.

During the years 1936 to 1952, enrollments continued to
increase and both the elementary and high school buildings
became crowded. The enrollment at the elementary buildin%
grades 1 to 7, passed the 600 mark and the enrollment at
the high school building passed the 320 mark. The total
enrollment during the 1949-1950 school year passed the 1000
mark.

Due to a shortage of Industrial Arts teachers during
World War II, the high school Industrial Arts Department

was closed. The increased enrollments in the other depart-

ments since that time prevented the reopening of that de-
partment up to 1952. One of the greatest needs in 1952
was a new, modernly equipped high school shop.

In 1951 the last of the bonded indebtedness on the high

school building was paid off and the School Town and School

Township were debt free as of January 1, 1952.
In March of 1953, under the leadership of school board
members H. D. Mason, Orville Richardson, and Ira M. Wilder

steps were taken toward the constructionof anew elementary

school building. Two tracts of land, one consisting of
6.936 acres and the other consisting of 5.82 acres located
at the end of South Franklin St., and adjacent to the High
School site were purchased from J. C. Troublefield and John
H. Chappell, respectively, for the total sum of $7,255.20.

The Board, in October of 1953, employed Lester W. Routt
of Vincennes as the architect to begin preparation of plans
and specifications for a new elementary building to be lo-

cated on the new site. In compliancewith the law petitions

were presented from residents of Columbia School Township
and the School Town of Oakland City, asking the Board of
School Trustees to form a School Building Holding Company
in accordance with Chapter 273 of the Acts of 1947 of the
General Assembly of the State of Indiana to provide a
portion of the funds with which to build an adequate build-
ing. These petitions were turned over to the new Board
of School Trustees which took office January 1, 1955. The
new board consisted of Leland M. Morrison, Donald L. Mason

and Ira M. Wilder.

Building on the foundation laid by the previous board,
the new Board quickly took the initiative in organizing
the Oakland-Columbia School Bldg. Co., Inc., and in the
issuing of bonds by the School Town of Oakland City and
Columbia School Twp. in the sums of $48,000 and $47,000
respectively. The Oakland-Columbia School Building Co.,
after organizing, through its Directors Ray B. Hollis,
Charles Barnard, Henry Fitch, Merle Barrett, and Ben Bean
proceeded to issue bonds of the Bldg. Company in the sum
of $630,000. The above sums of money together with cumu-
lative building funds held by the two school corporations
made possible the construction and equipment of a new
building at a cost of approximately $930,000. The school
corporation then contracted to lease that portion of the
building constructed by the Oakland-Columbia School Bldg.
Co., Inc. at an annual lease-rental cost of $37,500 until
such time as the proceeds from the lease-rental shall have
retired all bonds issued by the School Building Co.

The new building was occupied for the first time at
the beginning of school year 1957-58 and the schools have
operated since that date under a 5-3-4 plan of organi-
zation. The new structure brought about the following
improvements in the educational program of the community:

1. Kindergarten as a part of the public school
2. Modern Classrooms, Kindergarten through 12
3. Modern Home Economics and Shop Departments
4. Modern Music facilities

5. A new library for elementary and high school
6. An art department

7. Cafeteria facilities

8. School Nurse and improved health facilities
9. Adequate playground space

On September 3, 1958, the Board sold at public auction
the abandoned school property on Madison and Mulberry Sts,
The successful bidder was Oakland City College and these
former public school buildings were used for college
classes.

In May 1962, the voters of Columbia Township along with
the voters of the other townships in Gibson County, were
to go to the polls and vote on a proposed plan calling
for the abolition of all existing school corporations in
Gibson County and reorganizing under one county-wide
school corporation. If this proposed plan had been
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adopted by majority vote of the voters in the county,

the control of all schools in Gibson County would have
passed to a Board of School Trustees consisting of 7
members elected from seven school-board member districts
by the voters of Gibson County.

The all-Gibson County School Corporation did not
come to pass, however.

On January 1, 1965 the East Gibson School Corp-

oration was organized. This was the result of a
consolidation of three separate school units, Barton
School Township, Center School Township, and School
Town of Oakland City and Columbia School Township.
" Mr. Waldo J. Wood taught in Oakland from 1926 to
1930. He was high school principal from 1930 to 1934
and served as Superintendent from September 1934 to
June 14, 1967.

In the summer of 1967 construction was started on
a new high school addition including a new gymnasium.
This new high school was eventually named in honor
of Mr. Wood.

ROUSH FIELD
By action of the School Trustees, concurred in by
Student Council, the High School Athletic Field is to
be known as "Roush Field" in honor of Oakland City's
most outstanding professional athlete, Edd J. Roush,
who in 1962 was voted into Baseball's Hall of Fame.
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GENERAL REGULATIONS FOR THE GOVERNMENT OF THE SCHOOLS

THE BOARD OF EDUCATION

1. The Board of Education is the governing body in
all matters pertaining to the public schools of Oakland
City .

2. The Board of Education is made up of three mem-
bers. The township trustee is a member of the Board by

virtue of his office. The other two members are elected
by the Board of Trustees of the civil town of Oakland
City, and they must be of opposite political faith, one
from the town of Oakland City, the other from the township
outside of the town of Oakland City. The township trustee
is elected to serve four years while the other two members
are elected to serve two year terms.

37 The Board shall formulate the policies of the
school, safeguard and control the finances of the school
corporation, provide and maintain adequate facilities for
education, and employ the teaching and supervisory staff.

4. It shall be the duty of the Board to employ an ex-
ecutive officer, the superintendent of schools, to execute
its orders, administer its policies, and to supervise the
whole program of education.

SUPERINTENDENT

1. The superintendent, acting under the direction of
the Board of Education, is the executive officer thereof,
and to him shall be committed the general supervision of
the schools.

2. He shall maintain a uniform system of records and
reports. To that end he shall prepare, or procure, the
necessary forms for registers, records, and blanks for the
use of teachers.

3. He shall visit schools as often as his other duties
will permit, shall observe the methods of instruction and
discipline of the teachers and shall give such directions
and instructions as in his judgment are best calculated to
increase the efficiency of the schools.

4, In case of absence or sickness of teachers, the
superint endent shall notify a substitute for the time, and
no substitute shall be supplied without his approval.
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5.4 He shall have the power to suspend from school
those pupils whose conduct or character is such as would
injure the schools.

6. He shall have the power to require teachers to at-
tend such regular or special meetings as he may appoint,
for instruction in their duties, methods of teaching and
governing their schools, or for mutual improvement .

7. He shall assign, or cause to be assigned, the sub-
jects and grades to be taught by each teacher.

8. He shall assign, or cause to be assigned, to all
teachers their respective duties about the school building
and grounds.

* 9. He shall, in cooperation with teachers and princi-
pals, arrange the courses of study and select textbooks to
be used in the schools other than those provided by law.
10. He may transfer pupils from one grade to another if
such a change is deemed advisable.
11. He shall, at the request of the Board, recommend
teachers for re-employment or dismissal.

PRINCIPALS

1 There shall be two principals in the public
schools, a high school principal and an elementary princi-
pal. The elementary school shall consist of grades K to 8
inclusive and the high school of grades 9 to 12, inclu-
sive.

2. These principals shall, in addition to their teach-
ing duties, keep the records of the pupils enrolled in
their respective schools, and shall supervise the attend-
ance and discipline of the students in their respective
buildings. The teachers shall assist the principals in
these matters by performing the duties delegated to them
by the principals.

3. They shall carefully and promptly make all reports
on the blanks furnished for the purpose.

4. They shall not accept any pupil until satisfactory
evidence has been presented justifying such acceptance,
and following acceptance extreme care shall be taken to
insure the proper classification of the pupil.

gl They shall cooperate with the superintendent in
caring for the school property of their respective depart-
ment s.
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6. They shall have the power to call meetings of the
teachers of their respective buildings for the purpose of
improving instruction, discipline or the general manage-
ment of the schools.

7. The regulations pertaining to teachers shall also
apply to the principals.

TEACHERS

1. All teachers shall be properly licensed by the In-
diana State Board of Education in those subjects which
they are employed to teach. A temporary permit in a sub-
ject may be accepted by the school board in lieu of a li-
cense, but only under unusual circumstances.

2. All teachers, immediately following employment to
teach in the Oakland City Schools, shall file their 1li-
censes with the superintendent of schools. They shall
also file information concerning training, previous teach-
ing experience, retirement fund, salaries received, and
social security data.

3. Teachers shall be at their respective rooms and
take personal charge of them at a time specified by their
respective principals. The time specified shall be at
least thirty minutes prior to the opening of each morning
session, and fifteen minutes before the beginning of each
afternoon session.

4, Any teacher who may be temporarily absent from
school must give immediate notice of same to the superin-
tendent . '

5. They shall permit no passing on errands from room
to room during school hours except in cases of absolute
necessity.

6. They shall not permit pupils to leave the school
grounds during school hours without a request from the
parents.

7. Teachers shall carefully keep and complete all re-
ports required by the princials and the superintendent.

8. Teachers are authorized to require excuses from
parents or guardians, by written note, whenever they wish
a pupil excused before the close of a day's session. They
are also authorized to require excuses for absence or tar-
diness, such excuses to be presented by the pupil on his
return to school.
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9. Teachers shall not accept any pupil until he shall
have been assigned to the room by the principal.

10. They shall give constant and careful attention to
the discipline, conduct and manners of their pupils, not
only in the schoolroom, but also during recesses, while
in the halls and on the playground.

11. Teachers shall comply with other rules and regula-
tions which may be announced from time to time by the su-
perintendent or principal.

PUPILS

1. All children whose bona fide residence is within
Columbia Township, and who shall have attained the age of
five on or before November 30, of any given year, may
enter kindergarten at the beginning of the school year.
Those who shall have attained the age of six on or before
November 30, may enter the first grade at the beginning
of the school year.

2. Effective with the 1957-1958 school year no kind-
ergarten or first grade pupils have been permitted to
enter school at the beginning of the second semester and
mid-year promotions in all other grades have been discon-
tinued.

3. Pupils who reside in Columbia Township may attend
school without paying tuition fees; pupils who reside
outside Columbia Township may be received into the
schools upon payment of the legal tuition fee, or by pre-
senting a legal transfer from another school corporation.

4. Pupils under seven entering the beginning class,
must enroll not later than the third week of the
semester, or remain out until the following term.

5. All pupils who have attended at least one semester
shall be admitted at any time.

6. Pupils must not assemble at the school building
more than thirty minutes prior to the opening of school,
nor remain after school is dismissed without special per-
mission from the teacher, principal or superintendent.

7. WNo pupil shall leave the school room, or school
grounds, before the regular hour of dismissal without
permission.

8. ©Pupils infected with any contagious disease shall
not be allowed to remain in school, and shall not return
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until they shall have secured a written permit
physician stating that they are free
disease.

9. Pupils who shall cut, injure or mark any desk,
furniture, or school property shall be required to pay in
full all damages. Notice of such damage will be sent to
parent or guardian and in default of payment the superin-
t endent shall have the power to suspend such pupil.

10. Truancy is forbidden, and no pupil shall be re-
ceived into the school after playing truant without a
permit from the principal.

11. Any pupil who shall knowingly absent himself from
any regular or appointed examination, shall not be per-
mitted to take such examination upon his return, unless
it be shown that such absence was unavoidable; in the ab-
sence of a valid excuse, he shall be recorded as failing
upon such examination.

12. The only valid excuses for absence from school are
personal illness, and serious illness, or death in the
immediate family.

13. Pupils may be re-classified, de-moted, or promoted
when it is deemed advisable by the teacher, principal,
and superintendent.

14, At the beginning of the school year all pupils
transported by bus shall be handed a complete set of
rules and regulation governing the conduct of pupils
while in the school buses. These rules shall be drawn up
by the superintendent each year and approved by the
school board before they are placed in the hand of the
pupils.

JANITORS

1. The janitors shall sweep each room and hall daily,
in the evening, and shall dust the furniture every morn-
ing.

2 They shall clean the chalk trays, blackboards,
erasers, and woodwork as often as required to prevent ac-
cumulation of dust.

3. They shall look after the cleanliness of water-
closets and drinking fountains, and see that they are
always in good condition.
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4, They shall keep the grounds in good order and
shall open paths to the streets in case of snowstorms and
shall keep the steps clear of snow and ice.

5. In winter they shall see that the rooms are prop-
erly heated at least thirty minutes before the time for
school to begin.

6. The janitors shall be in attendance at the build-
ing all school hours, except one hour allowed for lunch.

7. The janitor, by virtue of his office, is a police
officer, as regards the building and grounds.

8. They shall see that the building is properly
heated and arranged for all meetings held under the aus-
pices of the school and for all other meetings authorized
to be held in the school buildings. At all such meetings
the janitors shall be present to supervise and police the
school premises.

9. The janitors shall receive and follow instructions
in the performance of such general duties as may be as-
signed them by their respective princials or the super-
intendent of schools.

BUS DRIVERS

Bus drivers were employed for the first time during
the 1936-1937 school term to transport all rural pupils
by bus to the consolidated school. The School Board
adopted the following rules and regulations governing all
bus drivers:

1, The bus driver shall keep his person neat and
clean, and his deportment shall at all times be compar-
able to that of a teacher.

2. He shall be responsible for the supervision of
pupils while in his bus to the same extent that a teacher
is responsible for the supervision of the pupils while
they are at school.

3. He shall not engage in political or other types of
propaganda with the pupils or adults while carrying
children to or from school.

4. He shall obey all laws «f the State now in effect,
or which may be in effect, governing the operation of
school buses or other motor driven vehicles.

The high schools in Indiana and in other states were granted
permission to issue diplomas to boys who entered the armed
forces between September 16, 1940 and December 18, 1946 who
passed a series of tests known as the “General Educational
Development Tests.” These tests were given and marked by
the United States Armed Forces Institute. It was felt that a boy
should not be deprived of a diploma if his schooling was interrupted
by enlistment or draft into the armed forces providing he could
pass a series of tests covering information expected to be known by
the average high school graduate. Boys receiving diplomas from
Oakland City High School through this means are designated by
the letters G.E.D. following their names.
